Quartets compete 1n the afternoon with a
much larger andience followed by just one awards ceremony. Evaluations begin immediately following
the contest and with a double panel of judges all of the evaluations should be completed by late afternoon
If vour chorus or quartet can’t attend, please consider singing 1 a Very Large Quartet.

The Very Large Quartet (VLQ) 1s a group of 5-11 members smmging two songs just for fun and/or a score.
Last year the two VL) s that sang in the SW Division Contest scored well and were very entertaming.
However, there 1s just one caveat. If we have a good turnout of choruses (10 or more) and quartets (12 or
more), we will have to determune whether we can host the VLQs. We don’t want the contest to run too
long during this one day event so time will be the factor But we encourage vou to begin preparing your
VLQ performance now. Once all of the choruses, quartets, and VLQs are registered. we will let you
know. Finally, there are just a couple more details.

The contest will be held 1 Nicollet, Minnesota at the Nicollet High School. And remember. you get the
whole ball of wax for just $15.00. Food will be available on site and we are planning an afterglow with
food and beverages in Mankato. We want vour chorus, quartets and VLQ's to perform at the afterglow so
if everyone stays for this event it we will have a bunch of fun!!
